The award was established by technology-
focused German companies to encourage
collaboration between German and Japanese
industry and academia and to provide support
foryoungresearchersin Japan. Itis granted for
path-breaking research thatis driven by the
power of imagination and innovation, and
contributes to shaping tomorrow’s society.

The German Innovation Award was named
after German scientist Gottfried Wagener,
who came to Japanin 1868 where he made
major contributions to science and education.
